Authors may prepare a nomenclature if it is preferred. Text font and size of the main text should be Arial 10 pt. The paper size should be ‘Letter’. Use SI units only. Equations should be typed (please do not paste the equations as pictures). In the text, an equation should be referred to an equation number, e.g., Eq. (1). Please use a dot as decimal separator and comma as thousand separator. Align each equation left and the Equation number to the right. Allow single spacing above and below equations, as:

Tables, Figures, and Photographs
Briefly and descriptively entitle each table and caption each figure. Place the table title above the table and the figure caption below the figure. Each table and figure should be cited in the text (e.g., Fig. 1, Table 1); and placed as close as possible to the text to which they refer. Allow single spacing between the table or figure and the adjacent text, and there should be no space between the table title and table (or between figure caption and figure). Tables and figures should be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals. Do not reduce figures or tables to a size that is difficult to read.
